United World Mission (Tad & Jane Hampton, Jose &
France Lise Olveira)

UWM is an evangelical, non-denominational mission com-
mitted to world evangelism. Tad is the son the late Jack
and Diane Hampton. He serves at the Beacon of Hope Con-
ference Center in Dakar, Senegal, W. Africa. The BOH
provides theological and vocational training designed to
enable native Christians to speak the Good News of Jesus
Christ to their fellow citizens. The goal of the BOH is the
establishment of Christian churches throughout the nation
and tribes of Senegal. Jane has a very needed ministry with
the young Talibe boys. Jose and France-Lise serve in
Thigs, Senegal. Jose is director of Mission Inter Senegal, a
partner of UWM. Their focus is community development
and church planting, with the expectation that native
churches should become autonomous, self-sufficient and
self-reproducing. Senegal is a Muslim, francophone nation
in which tribal life, even in the 21* century, continues to be
a powerful religious, economic and political force.
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Camp Krislund A ministry for churched and un-churched
children and youth to explore and experience God’s grace
in Jesus Christ through creation, challenge and Christian
community. Twenty-seven camps ranging from one to six
days are available for a variety of ages, interest, and abili-

Camp Susque (Mike Miosi) The purpose of Camp Susque
is to introduce campers of all ages to our God and Creator,
the Lord Jesus Christ. Camp Susque offers a unique seven-
day camping program for boys and girls, family camp and
youth retreats. www.susque.org

Central PA Youth Ministries (formerly Youth for Christ)
(Shawn Hoffmaster in Mifflinburg, Jennifer Kopp in
Milton) By sending missionaries into the Middle School
and High School communities, Central PA Youth Minis-
tries reaches un-churched teenagers with the gospel of Je-
sus Christ. Teens are invited to attend weekly club meet-
ings, weekend retreats, both winter and summer camps, the
Impact conference and many other smaller group oriented
programs. Through these events and relationship building,
they are able to communicate the Jesus of the scriptures to
a very highly un-churched student population in central PA.

Child Evangelism Fellowship Child Evangelism is an or-
ganization providing non-denominational Christian out-
reach to children, with a chapter in Union and Snyder coun-
ties administered by the state headquarters. Outreach ac-
tivities have included Good News Clubs throughout the
school year as well as week long camps during the summer
months. In addition to bringing the gospel to school aged
children, programs provide local teens with the opportunity
to serve as counselors and participate in that

spiritual growth. Page 4
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Pullup, John (Bucknell Public School) John runs a school
in India, providing literacy while presenting the Gospel
through Bible stories to the children.

SEND (Jim & Angela May) SEND stands for Starting
churches, Evangelizing, Nurturing disciples, and Develop-
ing leaders. Jim and Angela are on leave until June 2010 at
which time they will return to Japan.

Teen Missions (Tom & Linda Maher) The primary pur-
pose of Teen Missions International is to challenge, train
and disciple young people while exposing them to world-
wide missions. Tom and Linda are involved in the training
of teens and leading summer mission groups.

Trans World Radio (Daniel & Lynn Plett and Perry &
Jodi Beabout) A non-denominational mission whose aim
is to broadcast the Gospel of Jesus Christ through powerful
transmitters. They have an extensive ministry within the
Arab world.

U.S. Center for World Mission Studies (Matthew
Welde) The purpose of this mission is to serve churches
and lay people by analyzing needs and opportunities for
Christian mission in today’s world, gathering and making
available information concerning existing mission activi-
ties, and sharing reports of it’s studies.

Neil continues to use his mechanical skills in
his role of supervisor of the training center garage. 2)
Dwayne & Susie work with the Quechua people in Bo-
livia and 3) Mike & Jennifer Cratch and their three boys
are in Papua, New Guinea bringing the Good News to the
Sinow people.

Open Doors (Brother Andrew) (Gonny Gutierrez) Open
Doors is a missionary effort to provide Bible distribution,
hope and encouragement to the “persecuted church”.
Open Doors moves into areas where the Church is not
free to worship openly or have free access to Scripture.

Overseas Crusade (Glenn Johnson) Glenn is involved
in raising funds for beaming radio Bible studies behind
the “Bamboo Curtain”. Glenn, along with tribal church
leaders who have come to the United States, prepare Bible
studies and radio programming for the tribal people. For
many Christians in China and South East Asia, the radio
is their only source of Scripture. Funds are also used to
help purchase radios for the people.

Pioneers (Ann Sumner) Ann has been serving with Pio-
neers for 12 years. Ann is currently working in Thailand.

Ziegler Sr.) A non-profit organization dedicated to the
dissemination of the Bible and Biblical literature through-
out the world. Gideons promote Bible literacy through
seminars and local church Bible display centers, as well
as offering a wide variety of tracts for distribution.
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Heart to Hand Ministries (Woody Wolf) For nearly fif-
teen years, Woody has brought encouragement, a smile
and hope to children hospitalized in Danville, Hershey
and Philadelphia. Through songs and stories, Woody
shares his faith and the promise of God’s love to patients
and their families who are struggling through illnesses
that can break their hearts and at the same time open their
hearts to the Lord.

House of Hope The House of Hope provides shelter for
teen girls suffering from drugs and alcohol, as well as
sexual, physical and emotional abuse. Educational, Chris-
tian counseling and spiritual guidance are administered in
a loving, home-style environment as efforts are made to
bring about healing for teens and their families. The Sus-
quehanna Valley House of Hope ministry is an affiliate of
the National House of Hope, and is located in Danville
PA.

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Presbyterian Homes Presbyterian Homes provides a full
range of high quality health care, housing and other re-
lated community services in Pennsylvania, Delaware,
Maryland and Ohio. For those whose funds are ex-
hausted, no one has ever been asked to leave in 75 years
of service. Sycamore Manor in Montoursville and the
personal care home in Williamsport are providing over
$400,000 a year of approximately $24 per person per day.

WGRC (Larry Weidman) 91.3 on the FM dial., WGRC
is a local Christian contemporary music radio station.

Yokefellow Prison Ministry (Evadna Cline in Lycom-
ing County and Carl Gessinger in both Snyder and
Union County) This ministry provides Bibles for in-
mates, prison Christmas party supplies, help for released
inmates and training of volunteers. “Volunteers must be
active in their churches and have a clear relationship with
Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord”. They conduct Bible
studies and seek to aid inmates in growing and maturing
in the Christian faith.

Young Life (Matt Barr, Area Director) Young Life
meets weekly with our local high school students to intro-
duce them to Jesus Christ and to help them grow in their
faith. This is an opportunity for young people to develop
skills, assets and attitudes to reach their full God-given
potential.

Agape Lane Ministries (Howard & Charlyne Lane) The
Lanes serve Native churches and promote other native min-
istries. Howard is a very active participant with the Kiowa
Tribe Suicide Prevention Task Force. The suicide rate
among Native Americans is four times higher than the na-
tional average. Teenagers are especially at risk. The
Lanes’ vision is to see Native Americans recognize that
they are a needed and valuable part of the body of Christ.
“We endeavor to encourage, help equip, and link them with
sources so that they can become the missionaries and min-
isters”.

Campus Crusade for Christ (Don & Cathy Ziel) Don is
one of three full-time attorneys serving in the Campus Cru-
sade legal office in Orlando, Florida. Currently, Don’s as-
signment is to serve all of the 35 different ministries under
the umbrella of Campus Crusade for Christ. He is serving
these ministries in the areas of intellectual property and risk
management. Don and Cathy are proud parents of Anna,
Clara and Alex Ziel.

China Outreach Ministries (Rev. Glen & Betty Osborn)
Their mission reaches out to Chinese students studying at
American colleges and universities. The mission’s web
address is www.chinaoutreach.org.
