The most important in-

gredient in your celebra-

tion of Easter is your 

openness to the Holy 

Spirit of God working in 

your heart and in your 

life today and everyday.

I have a confession to 

make.  There is an as-

pect of the Easter 

Holiday I do not like, 

and it has nothing to 

do with Bunnies or 

Eggs.

As you know by now 

Easter is late this year, 

I prefer it late.  I don’t 

like it when you are 

barely through with 

Christmas and you are 

entering into Lent.  I 

also like it to be 

warmer for Easter, the 

later in the Spring the 

greater the likelihood 

of warmth.   I really 

enjoy the Easter morn-

ing service down by 

the river. The warmer 

the better for that ser-

vice, especially this 

year since I will be the 

speaker. 

 I hope you take every 

opportunity to worship 

God to the fullest this 

Easter.  I have a few 

suggestions on how to 

make this happen.  

Start with Palm Sun-

day, it establishes the 

pattern, the rhythm, 

for Holy Week.  

Spend time in God’s 

Word every day of 

Holy Week:  read each 

Gospel’s account of 

that week, read the 

Upper Room Dis-

course in John 13-16, 

read Psalm 22 and 

Isaiah 53.  Pray for 

our children as they 

hear the real Easter 

message at our Easter 

Egg Hunt on Thursday 

morning.  Come to our 

Maundy Thursday

Mixed fruit, called cha-

roseth is made of apples 

Bitter Herbs, usually 

red shredded horserad-

ish, represent the bit-

terness the Israelites 

endured before their 

escape from Egypt.   

Shank Bone of the 

Passover Lamb brings 

to mind the deliverance 

which the Lord God 

wrought for us by the 

blood of this sacrifice.  

It is served on the plate 

reserved for Elijah.

This Spring season the òStirring 

the Soup Groupó observes the 

Russian Orthodox calendar. 

Unlike previous occasions, soup 

stained shirts and blouses will 

not be in evidence since soup is 

being replaced by the more tra-

ditional Russian Easter Cake 

known as òȴȽȵȲɁó(usual pronun-

ciation), that is, if a volunteer will 

bake it. Any volunteers? Sharon 

Dittmar is in the church office 

waiting for your call. In any 

event, a great, gooey American 

cake will also be served, which 

will bear the Russian Orthodox 

sacred Easter symbol, ȟȌñcan 

you guess its meaning? 

The morningõs activities will fea-

ture a Russian Easter Egg Hunt, 

the favorite Paschal sport of the 

frolicsome Cossack. Stirring the 

Soup contestants will be in 

search of a Magic Easter Egg, 

which will lead to an even 

greater reward, namely the won-

derful òȖȪȼȺɊɂȴȪó (usual pro-

nunciation). Folks relying on 

canes and walkers will in no way 

be competing at a disadvant-

age. However, rough-and-tumble 

tactics such as tripping and 

shoving will not be tolerated.
